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City of Aurora Code Section 32-7 provides that “No per-
son shall distribute, deposit, place, throw, scatter or cast
any commercial or noncommercial handbill upon any
premises if requested by anyone thereon not to do so, or

if there is placed on such premises, in a conspicuous posi-
tion near the entrance thereof, a sign bearing the words
“No Trespassing’, “No Peddlers or Solicitors”, “No Adver-
tisement”, “No Unsolicited Newspapers” or any similar no-
tice indicating in any manner that the occupants of such
premises do not desire to have their right of privacy dis-
turbed, or to have any such items left upon such premises.”

A violation of the Code is punishable by a fine not to ex-
ceed $1,000 and the violator may be banned from ped-
dling, soliciting or otherwise doing business in the City of
Aurora for up to one year.
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City of Aurora Code Section 32-7 provides
that “No person shall distribute, deposit,
place, throw, scatter or cast any commercial
or noncommercial handbill upon any prem-
ises if requested by anyone thereon not to do
so, or if there is placed on such premises, in a
conspicuous position near the entrance there-
of, a sign bearing the words “No Trespassing”,
“No Peddlers or Solicitors”, “No Advertise-
ment’, “No Unsolicited Newspapers” or any
similar notice indicating in any manner that
the occupants of such premises do not desire
to have their right of privacy disturbed, or to

have any such items left upon such premises.”

A violation of the Code is punishable by a fine
not to exceed $1,000 and the violator may be
banned from peddling, soliciting or otherwise
doing business in the City of Aurora for up to
one year.
